and civil disobedience to persuade 
governments to act justly on the Climate and 

Ecological Emergency.



➢ The 17th November  six thousand rebels peacefully block five major bridges 

across the Thames.

➢ The 24th November  Rebels super-glued themselves to the gates of Buckingham 

Palace as they read a letter to the Queen.

➢ The call to rebel swiftly became global, with groups popping up the following week 

in Europe, the US, and soon after the world over. 

➢ On 31st October 2018, British activists 

assembled on Parliament Square in London to 

announce a Declaration of Rebellion against the 

UK Government.
